Lt. (Father) Doneily had a nar-
row escape from death when the

was sunk while unloading cargo off
Casablanca on November 12th, last
year,

Father Donnelly, 31, stationed in
the sick bay, started onto a crowd-
ed companionway when the first
torpedo struck, but gn “unexplained
impulse” caused him to mount a
ladder to the upper deck,

“A moment later,” he said in an
interview granted a Philadelphia
newspaper reporter, “a second tor-
pedo hit the very spot for which I
had been heading originally. The
men I had been following were
killed.”

Father Donaelly manned g life
raft with fiftean other survivors and
landed on the beach. Later he re-
turned to this country,
