Athletics—Develop a sense of well being
and a spirit of fair play.

The Opera House
(Metz's Town Hall) was rented, but all hopes
for an elaborate affair dissolved when the
Opera House was declared headquarters for
the National Guard, called to settle a labor
dispute. This would mean looking out for
another place.

Disappointed but undaunted, the class held
the exercises in the old Centre Street huilding.
William Yoder, president of the Board of Edu-
cation, distributed diplomas. No choice of
course had been given.

Every graduate had to speak—a requisite
for many years. Five boys and one girl were
awarded diplomas. Thomas Parmley was later
known as a banker; Allan Swalm conducted a

Will democracy continue to march forward

in our school? Will the next seventy-five years
see it expressed in all phases of school life
here? That depends upon us. We are the ones
who have to make it work. You and I must
set the pace.

To do this we must see democracy in little
things—in the freedom of the classroom where
we may speak our opinions freely; in the
health program which emphasizes that each
one of us is important enough to be protected;
in our academic work where individual inter-
pretation is honored; in our vocational work
where practical knowledge forms a bulwark
against false ideologies; in our group contacts
which form because of a common interest, not
a common hate; in our understanding of other
people, not because we want to ridicule their
way, but because we want to appreciate their
culture.
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Our story has been told. It is a living tale
about our life here in Mahanoy City High
School. Into its pages we have breathed our
aims for a typical school in a free democratic
land. All that we do makes us conscious of the
tremendous privilege that is ours in going to
school in a borough where individual dignity
is respected ; in a country where man's oppor-
tunities are limited only by the span of life.

Those there are whose span has been very
short. Into so short a time they crowded the
glory of the ages. As we sit in retrospect in the
auditorium and look at the honor roll as Do-
lores Sluzalis and Katherine Bonavich, do on
the picture, we make a solemn resolution that
those of our alumni whose names are inscribed
thereon will always be able to look upon their
Alma Mater as a citadel of free, democratic
thought.

Little things, indeed, will steady the step
of democracy in Mahanoy City High School.
The right to laugh wholeheartedly at a hu-
morous incident; to munch on a hamburger
between halves of the game; to disagree if we
have a better plan to suggest; to drop into the
Canteen for a game of table tennis; to express
our own thoughts in that theme on democracy;
to sip a coke as we work home assignments;
to go to school five days a week; to see a foot-
ball game on Saturday afternoon.

Will our way of life continue to grow? Many
of our alumni have died for it; we resolve to
live for it. It will expand each day, we know,
simply because we ourselves want life to be as
it is in our school. The years ahead will yield
a sound democratic structure built on the
foundations so solidly laid in the past three
quarters of a century. The forward march con-
tinues,
